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Layout of vet
wrap, white cast
padding, Curad
Tefla, and
hydrogel.
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Step 2.
Carefully cut
between the vet
wrap and the
white cast
padding along
the leg.
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Step 1.
Removal of old
bandages.
Carefully cut at
the top of vet
wrap - DO NOT
CUT INTO THE
WHITE CAST
PADDING
BENEATH.
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Cutting between
the vet wrap
and white cast
padding
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Step 3.
Carefully pull
the vet wrap
away from the
leg. The white
cast padding
will also come
off - be very
careful around
the top of the
stump to
prevent pulling
up any scabs.
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Some irritate
noted during
this bandaging
SO neosporin
was put on the
irritation.

REPEAT
Removal
process on
other stump.
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Step 4. Inspect
the condition of
the stump. Ifit
appears irritated
or has bled
some, put a thin
layer of
neosporin on
the irritation. If
not irritate put a
very, very small
amount of silver
sulfadiazine
cream (blue &
white tube).
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During
preparation of
the bandages,
the Curad Tefla
and Kendall
Hydrogel
should be
placed onto the
white cast
padding.
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Open the
Kendall
Hydrogel.
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The Curad Tefla
and hydrogel
being stuck
onto the cast
padding.
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Stick the
hydrogel onto
side of the
Curad Tefla that
has the
adhesive (the
hydrogel will be
placed between
the Curad and
the cast
padding.
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Step 5. Postiion
the Tefla/
Hydrogel
portion on the
tip of the
stump. The
goal is to
provide
cushioned
padding for her
stump.
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Step 6. Wrap
the cast
padding around
the leg loose
enough to allow
circulation but
snug enough so
it doesn't slip
off. Wrap leg a
coulpe of times
as Teddie does
chew the wrap
and can bit her
own leg.
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Step 8.
Continue
wrapping
around the leg
and over the
stump to create
a "Q-tip" at the
end of her leg.
This provide the
cushion for her
stump and
prevents
wearing her
stump to the
bone.
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Step 7. Wrap
over the top of
the stump.
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More wrapping
over the stump.
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Step 9. After
wrapping with
the cast
padding, take
the shorter strip
of vet wrap and
wrap, loosely
but snug,
around the leg
and base of the
Q-tip.
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Step 11. Take
the last longer
vet wrap strip
and wrap
around the side
of the stump
and down the
leg. Don't
squeeze the
wrap as
wrapping as
this may affect
her circulation.
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Step 10. Take
the rectangular
and double
layered vet
wrap and place
on the first
wrapping and
over the stump
as shown.
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Whew, done
with one leg.
Repeat the
process.
